Getting Started

All Rancho Sahuarita amenities, including Club Rancho Sahuarita, its pool and Splash Park, 
satellite pools, and parks throughout the community are private property of the Rancho 
Sahuarita HOA.

Memberships to use Rancho Sahuarita amenities are never sold to non-Rancho Sahuarita 
residents. Residents may purchase guest passes for non-residents to use Rancho Sahuarita 
amenities. Guest passes must be purchased for all guests, and residents are limited to five guests 
per household per day.

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Usage Guidelines
Ventana Fitness Center 
The Rancho Sahuarita Fitness Center has state-of-the-art cardio and resistance equipment, 
including treadmills, ellipticals, rowing machines, free weights, bicycles, and circuit equipment.

Residents must use their keycard to access the Fitness Center. Residents must be 16 or older to 
use the Fitness Center unsupervised. Children age 13-15 may use the Fitness Center, but must stay 
with their parents at all times. Children under 13 are not permitted to use the Fitness Center.

Kids Time is supervised care for kids age four months to six years, offered to residents who are 
using Club Rancho Sahuarita. Care is offered for $3/hour, for a limit of two hours. Parents must 
remain on the premises while their kids are in Kids Time.

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Rancho Sahuarita Train
The Rancho Sahuarita Train is an electric 
passenger train that offers free rides around the 
Rancho Sahuarita Adventure Park on weekends 
during the following times

Splash Park & Pool
Club Rancho Sahuarita’s pool and Splash Park is 
one of the largest private water parks in Southern 
Arizona.

Adventure Park & Activities Lawn
The Adventure Park is an outdoor 
playground and open space area at Club 
Rancho Sahuarita.

Sahuarita Lake Park
Sahuarita Lake is a public lake in the heart of 
Rancho Sahuarita, right next to Club Rancho 
Sahuarita. The lake is surrounded by a 1-mile 
walking and running path, as well as 5 acres of 
parkland with public restrooms, gazebos, and 
seating areas. Sahuarita Lake Park is open from 
sunrise to sunset.

Allowable Activities:

•	 Fishing with appropriate licensure: 
Sahuarita Lake is regularly stocked by 
Arizona Game and Fish, and requires an 
urban fishing license.

•	 Small sailboats and non-motorized 
watercraft.

Prohibited Activities:

•	 Swimming and wading

•	 Gas-powered watercraft

•	 Smoking

Parks
Rancho Sahuarita maintains 11 parks for 
resident use. 

Two of these parks are larger neighborhood 
parks complete with pools, playgrounds, sport 
courts and picnic areas. Parque Del Rio also 
includes a Flamingo Splash Pad and an Armed 
Forces Tribute. Codes are needed to access 
the pools at these parks, and codes can be 
obtained at Club Rancho Sahuarita.

All HOA parks are equipped with ramadas that 
may be reserved by residents for parties and 
gatherings. Information on reservations can be 
obtained by contacting Club Rancho Sahuarita.

Rancho Sahuarita also includes a Bark Park, 
with separate play areas for large and small 
dogs. A code is needed to access the Bark Park 
and can be obtained at Club Rancho Sahuarita. 
Other parks and green space areas are located 
in various neighborhoods throughout the 
community.

Trails
Rancho Sahuarita has a 17-mile trail system that 
is safe for walking, jogging, and cycling.

Several trails are themed:

The Safari Trail – A walking path lined on both 
sides with life-size bronze statues of African 
animals.

The Anza Trail – A segment of the Juan 
Bautista de Anza National Historic Trail, as 
designated by the National Park Service.

Wilderness Trail – This wilderness trail winds 
through the Rancho Sahuarita Community.

Parks and Trails
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The Saguaro Club is Rancho Sahuarita’s membership club for active adult residents (age 55+) 
of Rancho Sahuarita, Rancho Resort, and Sonora by Del Webb. 

The club is a voluntary organization; members pay an annual membership fee of $18.75 to join.  
(Fees subject to change.)

Members have access to exclusive Saguaro Club events, including excursions and fun day 
outings to sites throughout Arizona. Past trips include: Kitt Peak, the DeGrazia Gallery, Wild 
Horse Pass, Odysea Aquarium, The Tucson Gem Show and an Arizona Diamondbacks game.
